Dear Friends,

As summer comes to a close and we enter a new program year for the church, our worship
together is central to all that we do. So when people are not able to join us, we try to “take

)

church to them.’

We do this in a variety of ways: CD recordings of our services are shared with others;
bulletins are mailed to those who appreciate the prayers and announcements; folks tune into
the service broadcast on Sunday evenings or click on the church website; and the elders
“take church’ to those who are home bound as they administer the sacrament of
communion.

Sometimes those needing “church” are part of the gathered congregation on Sunday, but
because of hearing loss, find it hard to hear what is being spoken or sung. This can be
extremely frustrating, and the church wants to do something about it. We are looking at a

T-coil system that provides direct feed from the sound system into each person’s hearing
aid. Currently, we are getting conflicting reports on who has T-coil set-up, or the potential,
with their hearing aids.

If you wear a hearing aid or cochlear implant, please check with the audiologist to find out
if it contains a T-coil and whether that T-coil is, or can be activated. If the aid does not have
a T-coil ask if one can be installed. Then let Roy Carruthers or me know the response.

As one parishioner in Wisconsin reported: ‘The first Sunday the loop system was activated
in my church was one of the most memorable days of my life. For the first time | was able to
hear every word, and it was as if the pastor was speaking directly into my ear. Other people
wearing hearing aids had looks of wonder on their faces, and | knew they were experiencing
the same thing. Some of us had tears streaming down our cheeks. ”

Let’s make sure when we “bring church” to folks, we bring it to everyone.

As the summer comes to an end and going back to school is on our minds, here in The Fishkill Food Pantry we
are already thinking about Thanksgiving. Last year we supplied a Thanksgiving meal to over 230 families in
addition to their monthly allotment of food. As you can imagine, this effort takes a tremendous amount of
planning and large amounts of food. Last year was our first "Project Turkey" and it was a great learning
experience for all of us, we've already had our first organizational meeting and are looking forward to "Project
Turkey 2017".
This summer has been a challenging and gratifying experience for the pantry, the challenge has been the lack of
food on our shelves and the gratifying part has been the community response to our needs. The confirmation
students from St. Mary's have continued to hold food drives for us as part of their community service
requirement. To date, they have collected 175 bags of food and $400 in donations and will continue collecting
food through the end of September. What's so impressive about their effort, is the fact that most of these kids
are eighth graders. Although many have assistance from their parents, the ideas and actual planning and
execution of the projects is entirely theirs.
We have also had food drives from the First Methodist Church, Fishkill Rotary, The Fishkill Business
Association, Fox Woods Women's Club, Woodhill Green and many people who drop off large and small
amounts of food and want no recognition. All these efforts have combined to get us through the summer. We’ll
report the results of our church’s August food drive, in progress,at time of this printing, in the October “PV.”
